I also have faith that who ever is ultimately called will 
be the right priest to be your Rector.     
 
During the past year this congregation has been very busy.  The Vestry has made sure that services and 
activities of the parish have been accomplished seamlessly.  As you review this Report, I believe that you 
will see how the Vestry has led in many areas in both the parish and in the community. For a congrega-
tion of this size the amount of support that is given for outreach both in the community and in lands out-
side of the United States reflects that portion of our Mission Statement òéSt. Jamesõ serves as a beacon of 
Godõs love and as a caring Christian family for the community, the nation and the worldéó 

Although St. James appreciates traditional liturgy we have been open to trying a few new things at Cele-
brations and Sunday worship.  On Christmas Eve at the later service our Lutheran neighbors joined us to 
celebrate the coming of Jesus birth.  Their Pastor, the Reverend  Charles Oberkehr concelebrated with me 
in the manner which is subscribed by the Episcopal and Lutheran policies.  We celebrated Morning 
Prayer on the 5th Sunday of a month.

I thank you for your support to me as I became the 
Interim Rector again.  I also need to single out Jenny Kennedy our Parish Administrator.  She is very intel-
ligent and a wonder with the technology in the office.  We are also fortunate to have a faithful Christian 
assisting us as she shows Christõs love to all visitors and callers.  Thank you, Jenny. 

I have thoroughly enjoyed being with each of you this year and appreciate the support, care and friend-
ship that you have shown me during my time here.  God willing in the near future you will be happily 
entering a new part of your life together with a priest who God has called to be your Rector.

It is hard to believe that this is my last communiqué to the parish as Senior Warden.  
Significant events have occurred at St. James in the past two years and we all have 
put forth great efforts to emerge with a positive situation and outlook. 

  

I look forward to 2012 as a year of establishing stability in our parish with the calling 
of a new fulltime Rector, selecting a new part time Director of Christian Music 
(DCM) and in the fall of 2012, perhaps hiring a new part time Director of Christian 
Education. 
  

Stability this past year has come from our dear part time Interim Rector, the Reverend Ruth Walsh and our 
ever steady part time Parish Administrator, Jenny Kennedy.  The carrying over of the music program during 
the Christmas season and the search for a new DCM has been dutifully carried out by our Interim Choirs 
Director and Organist, John Thompson. 

  

Highlights: Two Little Theater of Alexandria plays ð òOliveró and òNoises Offó that provided much needed 
revenue in support of our mission efforts and programs and provided great social opportunities with our 
neighbors and parishioners. 

  

Many opportunities during Lent from our traditional Shrove Tuesday Pancake Supper to our glorious Easter 
Morning service provided reflection and fellowship. 

  

Our Growth and Evangelism Vestryperson, Andy De La Cour, was able to arrange an evening with the well 
known author and speaker Diana Butler Bass.  Non-parishioners attended from many area churches invited.   

  

Social activities were many, Meet and Greet in May continued with a Recognition Sunday Picnic in mid 
June, our ShrineMont Family Weekend in early July, the Baseball and BBQ outing with the Potomac NATS 
and our August Progressive Dinner at the homes of several of our parishioners. 

  

The fall started off with a 9/11 Memorial Service and Parish Picnic and then the Arts and Crafts Fair in mid 
September that was a wonderfully successful fundraiser for our missions and programs.  October started 
with a well attended Blessing of the Animals. 

  

Our annual Bishopõs Visit on October 9th by the Rt. Rev. David Jones marked a milestone in his time as a 
Bishop in the Diocese of Virginia as St. James was the very first parish visit he made after being consecrated 
Bishop at the National Cathedral.   

  

A fundraising event in mid October introduced a new activity for St. James.  The Brotherhood of Saint An-
drews spearheaded by Brother Bob Blair organized and carried off a very successful and tasty Pork BBQ and 
Community Garage Sale.   

  

Our annual Stewardship Campaign kicked-off in late October and, with the assistance of everyone, was 
completed by early December.  Our goal was to raise $213,000 in pledges and we came close with around 
$200,000 being received.  As I was the Chair of the Campaign this year, I want to thank all of you who par-
ticipated in making our 2012 Budget to support the calling of a new full-time Rector a reality. 

  

Our preparations for Advent and the coming of the Christ Child were lead by our Rector, Ruth, in our well 
attended adult teaching on Sunday mornings.  The greening of the church was our final preparation for the 
Christmas season and beautiful to behold.  Christmas was celebrated with two well attended services on 
Christmas Eve and an early service on Christmas Day, also well attended. 

  

Our year has been marked with the loss of several of our dear and longtime friends, Paul Walters, Tom 
Chadwick, Bill Taylor and Frank Barrett who will all be certainly missed. 

  

Support from parishioners made all the activity of 2011 seem to come off effortlessly, but being Senior War-
den, I know that a lot of hard work, coordination, meetings and faith on the part of the clergy as well as the 
laity is what brought it all together to function smoothly.  Thank you all for your support and caring.   
 

By the time you read this, we will have had our 2012 Annual Parish Meeting, new Vestry Members and new 
Wardens will have been elected and the Vestry will have had their first organizational meeting on the way to 
making 2012 the best year ever at St.  James'.  Halleluiah!  Halleluiah! 
 

St. James is entering a new year with exciting prospects as we complete our search for a new Rector, see our 
numbers increasing, children returning and hopefully with an improvement in the economy, increases to our 
financial support.  I look forward to our new year with much anticipation and faith that St. James is again 
increasing its mission to the Mount Vernon Community, nation and world.

Iõll share the extra 

with others, as youõve commanded.ó 

And instead of taking credit himself, he could have offered 

praise: òGod, youõve cared so well for me. Thank you, Lord!ó

FROM January 10, 2012  Washington Post 
Tonight, the Fairfax Circuit Court issued its ruling in favor of the Diocese of Virginia and the Episcopal Church in litigation 
seeking to recover Episcopal church property.  òOur goal throughout this litigation has been to return faithful Episcopalian to 
their church homes and Episcopal properties to the mission of the Church,ó said the Rt. Rev. Shannon S. Johnston, bishop of 
Virginia. 
 
The court ruled that the Episcopal Church and the Diocese of Virginia have òa contractual and proprietary interestó in each of 
the properties subject to the litigation.  The court ordered that all property subject to its ruling be turned over to the Diocese. 
 
òWe hope that this ruling will lead to our congregations returning to worship in their church homes in the near future, while 
finding a way to support the CANA congregations as they plan their transition,ó said Henry D.W. Burt, secretary of the Diocese 
and chief of staff. 
 
Bishop Johnston added, òWhile we are grateful for the decision in our favor, we remain mindful of the toll this litigation has 

taken on all parties involved, and we continue to pray for all affected by the litigation.

The Gospel of Mark portrays Jesusõ ministry as having two major thrusts 
ð proclaiming the Word and reign of God, and healing.  The Word of 
God is not static.  Those who hear and believe its message find them-
selves ministering to others.  The scriptures for this  Sunday describe 
Godõs limitless love for us. 
 
February 12 ð òHealing Presenceó 
Healing and passion in ministry continue as Jesus heals a man with lep-
rosy who disobeys the command to remain silent.  Instead of following 
the requirement of his religion, he chooses to proclaim what Jesus has 
done.  Another man almost loses the opportunity to be healed when he 
thinks the prescribed cure is worthless.  Jesusõ healing ministry is dem-
onstrated and celebrated. 
 

February 19 ð òThin Placesó 
We celebrate the Transfiguration of Jesus on this Sunday that precedes 
Lent.  Jesus concludes his ministry in Galilee and begins his journey to-
ward Jerusalem.  Momentous events occur: Elijah and Moses appear 
with Jesus on a mountaintop; Elijah ascends into heaven; and God ap-
pears in the midst of a thunderstorm.  Paul uses the appearances of God 
to support his view that God is present in Christ and in all of us. 
 

February 26 - òBlessed Connectionsó  (First Sunday of Lent) 
Water: essential to life, complicit in death.  We are born of water and 
cannot live without it, but tsunamis and floods remind us that water is 
not under our control.  We should be waryñbut also give thanks.  To-
dayõs scriptures remind us that water cleanses and heals.  Through water 
we are rescued. 
 

Looking Ahead 
 

March 4 ð òLiving Legacyó 
The scriptures for the second Sunday in Lent focus on another covenant: the promise God made to Abram and to Sarai.  Again, 
we are reminded that such promises of faithful relationship are initiated by God, not based on merit or worth, with the purpose 

òIf we had no winter, the spring would not be so pleasant; if we did not some-
times taste of adversity, prosperity would not be so welcome.ó
