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ADULT CHRISTIAN EDUCATION 

Adult Education discussions will resume on January 9.  Everyone is invited to 
gather in Braxton Hall at 9:00 am every Sunday for coffee and conversation 
and to stay from 9:15 – 10:00 am for an enlightening discussion about one or 
more of the readings for the worship service that day. 
 
From an opening prayer and a reading of the lesson selected for emphasis, 
the leader sets the background for the scripture.  We continue with a discus-
sion intended to help us come to a deeper understanding of what the scrip-
ture means, both for the time in which it was written and how it may be ap-
plied today---to us as individuals and in our own parish. 
Subjects for Adult Education sessions in January will be: 
 
January 9 – “Possibilities Unfolding” (Focus Scripture: Matthew 3:13-17) 
The scriptures invite us to wonder about the unfolding possibilities that are 

opened to us through the revealing of God’s ways in Jesus the Christ.  On this day of the Baptism 
of Jesus, we hear God’s Spirit-filled voice bringing new things into action, reminding us that we are 
God’s beloved children and planting God’s purpose in our midst. 
 
January 16 – “All That We Are” (Focus Scripture: Isaiah 49:1-7) 
What do we give our strength to?  Today we explore God’s call to us.  God calls Isaiah to proclaim 
the restoration of Israel.  Paul encourages those ―called to be saints.‖  Jesus calls disciples.  
Through these accounts, we are invited to consider the ways that God’s call invites us to discover 
the ways that he equips and strengthens us to be all that we are. 
 
January 23 – “Called Together” (Focus Scripture: Matthew 4:12-23) 
The scriptures invite us to journey together into the choices and changes that mark the lives of 
those who follow in God’s ways.  Just as the group of fishers who choose to follow Jesus, we too 
are called to follow in God’s ways, choosing to embrace the changes that accompany this choice. 
 
January 30 – “Beautiful Vision” (Focus Scripture: Matthew 5:1-12) 
Today we begin a five-week exploration of a collection of Jesus’ sayings known as the Sermon on 
the Mount.  Jesus’ radical vision of what God’s reign on earth might look like is a vision of whole-
ness for all people.  In additional scriptures, Paul reminds us that God’s wisdom is different from 
worldly wisdom; Micah and a psalmist describe ways to live this beautiful vision. 
 
February 6 – “Restoring Beauty” (Focus Scripture: Matthew 5:13-20) 
Jesus tells us that we are salt and light as we seek to live as God’s people in the world.  With the 
Spirit’s help, we offer our gifts and talents to extend the reach of God’s realm.  With Isaiah and a 
psalmist, we learn what it means to ―practice righteousness,‖ to restore beauty in community as 
we live out the heart of our faith. 
 
Please join us as we study God’s word and his vision for us as his people.

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MUSIC NOTES 

HYMN OF THE MONTH 
John proclaims ―The true light, which enlightens 
everyone, was coming into the world.‖  (John 
1:9)  During Epiphany, we hear many refer-
ences in Scripture to Christ being the ―light of 
the world.‖  To celebrate this, we will sing ―Many 
are the light beams,‖ a hymn from one of the 
hymnal supplements of the Episcopal Church, Wonder, Love & 
Praise. 
 
The first stanza of this hymn is an image of John’s proclamation.  
―Many are the light beams from the one light.  Our one light is 
Jesus.  Many are the lightbeams from the one light; we are one in 
Christ.‖  In fact, the entire text of this hymn has deep roots in 
Scripture.  The text includes Christ as the true vine  and the 
Church as the branches (from John 15:1), and of the gifts given 
to us by the Spirit (from Romans 12:6 and 1 Corinthians 12:1-11).  
The author, Anders Frostenson, has done a wonderful job of put-
ting scripture in a poetic form so that we can enjoy singing it.  The 
tune, Tjänstern, has Swedish roots and offers a gentle swaying 
quality to it that makes it fun to sing.  Pablo D. Sosa translated 
the text to Spanish.  Listen closely, you might just hear the first 
stanza sung once in Spanish!

THE ORGAN 
Did you know that the organ at St. James has pipes that make four 
distinct sounds?  The main sound of the organ is called the Princi-
pal.  The pipes for the Principal are visible.  They are the pipes that 
you see from the pews.  They are called the main organ because 
they do not try to replicate the sound of any another instrument.  
Behind the large pipes you see on the front of the organ are the 
Flach Floete pipes.  These pipes are made to sound like a flute.  
The pipes on the front of the organ case are all out in the open can-
not be made quieter. 
 

Inside the organ case are many other pipes.  There are pipes that 
are made to sound like a flute called the Rohr flute and the Block 
Flute.  Other pipes are made to sound like a stringed instrument 
called the Gemshorn, and still others are made to sound like a 
Trumpet.  These pipes are all behind a shade that opens and 
closes called the Swell Shade.  They are quiet when the Swell 
shade is closed and louder when the Swell Shade is open. 
 

Don’t hesitate to stop by and learn about the other special attributes 
the organ has to offer.  Children are always welcome to play the 
different sounds this beautiful instrument has to offer.  St. James is 
blessed to have such a wonderful instrument for use in its worship.

OPPORTUNITY IS KNOCKING AT OUR DOOR 

Most of us have met Franklin Ragwa who is here on a three year mission to study and learn all about non-profit fund raising. 
 
His objective is to return to his home in Chuka, Kenya, after these three years of training to professionally raise funds for his 
church and the Zorbas Orphan Fund, for the care of the homeless, of orphans, widows and victims of HIV/Aides.   
 
Franklin is sponsored on this mission by his church, the Evangelical Tabernacle of Chuka, and the Zorbas Orphan Fund.  He is a 
founder of the Evangelical Tabernacle Church in Africa.  His main objective in being in America is to obtain more ministry expo-
sure, to enroll in a theological college, and to obtain training in non-profit fund raising.  Franklin hopes to attend the Washington 
Bible College in 2011 and to earn a degree in ministry. 
 
When Franklin arrived here, he searched the area for a church to attend Christian services where he would feel comfortable.  
Franklin chose St. James because we welcomed him in such a friendly and open manner.   
 
Now Franklin has discovered that he has a problem!  He needs a car for transportation in this area.  Public transportation does 
not meet his needs or schedule.  Right now, he depends on friends for rides.  For example, one of our parishioners, Ben  
Wosoogh, brings him to church every Sunday.     
 
It has been suggested that we tell you all about Franklin’s problem to see if, through our congregation and our contacts (which 
go far beyond our church), we can help him find a surplus, used but running, vehicle that someone or some organization would 
give him.  Once a car is found, its title can be transferred very easily and inexpensively.  Also, when given through the church, 
the vehicle can become a tax deduction for the donor. 
 
Our Interim Rector, Rev. Ruth Walsh, thinks this is a great idea and cited an example in which this was accomplished success-
fully in another parish where she served.  Our Senior Warden, Bill Iber, has approved the project and Stan Dawson, our Vestry-
person for Outreach Ministries, will oversee it. 
 
This is a great opportunity for St. James to reach out and help people in a distant part of the world to be housed, fed, clothed and 
healed as Christ has taught us and asked us to do.
