ADULT EDUCATION FOR JANUARY
9:15 to 10:00am every Sunday in Braxton Hall

January 1 - On this day, we celebrate the “Epiphany.” Epiphanies are sudden realizations and intuitive new
understandings of ordinary occurrences. They are often viewed as the coming of a brilliant light with the power
to transform - a gift from God. While we will not have an adult discussion on January 1, you are encouraged to
read and reflect on Matthew 2:1-22, the Christmas story as reported in Matthew.

January 8 — “New Beginnings”

The focus scripture is Mark 1:4-11. The writer of the gospel of Mark identifies the baptism of Jesus as an ac-
knowledgement of Jesus’ divine sonship, and as a starting point in his adult ministry. The additional scriptures
for this Sunday provide clear links with the voice of God and the presence of the Holy Spirit.

J[anuary 15 - “Called and Recalled”

What does it mean to be called, to discern the meaning of that call, and to live into that call in community? Being called to carry
out tasks which are distasteful; to name truths, even when the naming hurts; and to act on directions we don’t understand, can
be in difficult. God knows us and loves us, and God calls us, often in unexpected ways.

January 22 - “Moving Forward”
What does it mean to be called to participate in the building of God’s reign on earth? The call may seem scary and something to
be avoided and it may be both urgent and imperative that we unite as Christians to build God’s kingdom on earth.

J[anuary 29 - “The Importance of Authority”
What is it that makes Jesus’ ministry so different from the ministry of other teachers of his time? Mark says that Jesus spoke
with substance and authority that was instantly recognizable to all who heard him. Paul suggests that there is within us the
authority that allows us to act with freedom of choice.

LOOKING AHEAD

February 5 - “Sustaining Ministry”

Mark portrays Jesus’ ministry as having two major thrusts — proclamation of the Word and the reign of God, and healing. The
Word of God is not static. Those who hear and believe its message find themselves ministering to others. Paul reminds Chris-
tians to assess the impact of their lifestyle on the message they speak. The scriptures for this Sunday describe the limitlessness
of God’s love and work in creation.

Grateful appreciation is expressed to Rev. Ruth Walsh for her leadership of the Advent adult education ses-
sions, “Aging Gracefully: Mentally, Physically and Spiritually.”
