FROM THE JUNIOR WARDEN

As part of my overall responsibilities as your Junior Warden, | hold a quarterly Finance Committee meeting
with our Treasurer (Mike Morgan), our Vestry Person for Administration, Finance, and Planning (Mary
Blair), and our Vestry Person for Plant and Property (Nancy Sherick). The purpose is to review the status
of our finances and budget, our fund-raising efforts, our parish administration, and the management of our
facilities. Of these areas of responsibilities as pertains to our facilities, one of the more important tasks is
the maintenance of a Five-Year Capital Improvements and Repairs/Upgrades listing.

Last year we had 19 items on the Five-Year listing. We made great progress, thanks to the diligent efforts
of Nancy Sherick. For instance, the boiler for our heating system was overhauled, the outside lights on the front side of the
building were repaired, all the fire lights throughout the building were made operable, a leak in our water supply line was fixed,
and we know have new electrical outlets in Braxton Hall for our coffee pots, as well as our sound system. Also, the lights that
shine on our brick sign in front of the church along Old Mill Road have been repaired.

At the First Quarter of 2011 Finance Committee meeting held on April 11, the Finance Committee recommended the following
priorities for this year to the Vestry:

Rectory: paint outside trim. Use contingency fund (expected cost ~ $1500).

Church and Rectory: repair/replace gutters. Use contingency fund (expected cost TBD )

Church exterior doors: repair locking mechanisms. Use budgeted maintenance funds.

Church interior doors: repair closure mechanisms. Use budgeted maintenance funds.

Sanctuary floods and chandeliers: Re-bulb with fluorescents (flood lamps) and repair sockets (chandeliers).
Use budgeted maintenance funds.

e Qutside flood lights: repair. Use budgeted maintenance funds.

e Braxton Hall: replace floor with non-absorbent, non-slip surface. Special fund-raising project.

e Braxton Hall: replace windows. Special fund-raising project.

The Vestry at its April 12 meeting concurred with those recommendations so you can expect to see action on this listing over the
next several months.

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MUSIC NOTES

Hymn of the Month—-i Savi or , |

The month of May brings to mind the spring-like visions of fresh grass, new flowers and snow-white
lambs romping in the field. The thought of those little lambs reminded me of the hymn, “Savior, like a
shepherd lead us.” We sing this hymn on Shepherd Sunday, this year celebrated on May 18". Our
readings and thoughts that Sunday revolve around the most beloved name given to Jesus, Shepherd.
The Good Shepherd knows his sheep, guards his sheep, and even gives his life for his sheep (as we

were reminded during Holy Week).

As | studied the history of this hymn, | came across a story | had never heard before that brought to life
the message of how the Good Shepherd guards his sheep. In the book, The Complete Book of Hymns
— Inspiring Stories About 600 Hymns and Praise Songs, written by William J. Petersen & Ardythe Peter-

sen, the authors write:

a shepherd

“On Christmas Eve 1875, Ira Sankey, the gospel singer who accompanied evangelist Dwight L.

Moody, was traveling with friends by steamboat up the Delaware River. He was asked to sing for the other passengers,
but instead of singing a Christmas carol, he felt he should sing, “Savior, like a Shepherd Lead Us.” Afterward, another
passenger asked him if he had been doing picket duty on a particular night at a particular place during the Civil War.
Sankey agreed that he was. The other passenger said, ‘1, too, was on duty that night. | was serving in the Confederate
Army, and | saw you and raised my musket to take aim. And then you began to sing. It was the same hymn you sang
tonight. | remembered my mother singing that hymn to me, and | could not shoot you.” On board the steamboat, Sankey

put his arm around the man and introduced him to the Good Shepherd, who gave his life for his sheep.”

The Good Shepherd guards his sheep. The Good Shepherd protected Ira Sankey during the war and brought these men to-
gether again — possibly to save one lost sheep! Stories such as this affirm, for me, that God’s protection for us is real if we ac-

knowledge him and live our life as “sheep of the Good Shepherd.”

The month of May also reminds us of a special day set aside in tribute to our mothers, Mother’s Day, May 8". Blessed is the
mother of this patriot who sang this hymn to her son! As we celebrate Mother’s Day, let us remember to thank those wonderful
women who sang beautiful hymns of God’s love to us and, in tribute, sing them to our children, our grandchildren, or any child

we might care for!

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ADULT EDUCATION FOR MAY

In May, Adult Education will focus on the joyous season of Easter. Let’s celebrate Easter with the first
Christians as we engage in their experiences in following Jesus.

May 1 — “Body Language” (Focus Scripture: John 20:19-31)

Thomas was not present when Jesus appeared to the disciples on the evening of the day of resurrection,
when Jesus breathed God’s Spirit on them. We, like Thomas, are given the same Spirit the disciples
received that first Easter Day. The risen Christ is with us always, showing us the path of life in God’s
ways and empowering us to witness to God’s saving love.

May 8 — “Breaking Bread” (Focus Scripture: Luke 24:13-35)

Two disciples meet Jesus on the road to Emmaus, and Jesus makes himself known to them in the scrip-
tures and in the breaking of the bread. Jesus also invites us to know him, and we too encounter the risen
Christ in these ways. We join all disciples in responding to Jesus’ call to love deeply from the heart.

May 15 — “Powerful Witness” (Focus Scripture: Acts 2:42-47) |
Readings from Acts in the Season of Easter relate accounts of the earliest Christian community. This

body is formed by Christ and nourished by the Spirit through teaching, fellowship, the breaking of bread,

and prayer. Such daily actions continue to bring the Body of Christ to life and shape its powerful witness to its neighbors.

May 22 — “Enduring Witness” (Focus Scripture: Acts 7:55-60)

As we ponder the stories of the first followers of Jesus the Christ, we encounter the enduring witness of their words and actions.
Stephen was empowered by the Spirit in such faithful living. His life withesses to the challenges that may come when the gospel
bumps up against established religion or society. God is our sure refuge as we are built into the Body of Christ.

May 29 — “Witness of Love” (Focus Scripture: John 14:15-21)
As Jesus promised, God’s presence abides in us through the Spirit—our advocate, comforter, and encourager—and the practice
of love. God’s nearness in Spirit blesses us in our witness. The hallmark of this relationship is love expressed in word and deed.

June 5 — “Spirit of Witness” (Focus Scripture: Acts 1:6-14)

At the time of Jesus’ ascension, Jesus promises that the Spirit will continue to shape the disciples as the Body of Christ. This
community is commissioned to do the work of Christ “to the ends of the earth.” A time of prayer prepares disciples for their lives
as witnesses to the saving love of God.

You are invited to join the discussion every Sunday from 9:15 — 10:00 am in Braxton Hall. Come early and enjoy coffee and vis-
iting with friends.
