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First, our 2012 budget: Just this week (October 18), our Finance Committee
met to begin the process of putting together a budget for the 2012 calendar
year. Right away the Committee was faced with some challenging realities:
we don“t know how the Stewardship Campaiagn
new Reqtos on bard. So we made some assumptions: that our parishioners would be generous in
their response to our Stewardship Campaign, and that our Search Committee would have a Rector
candidate to submit to our Vestry for its approval in the early spring. Of course, much of our
budget needs for 2012 can be estimated by examining our actual expenditures for the current year:
mortgage, utilities, maintenance, fellowship, outreach, staff salaries. But some areas, such as our
Diocesan pledge, staff salary increases, and the size of our outreach expenditures, are all dependent

on the generosity of our parishioners. If that generosity is somewhat lacking, then, in order to have

a balanced budget, the Finance Committee will be forced to make cuts in those dependent budget
areas. Rest assured, however, that the budget you will be shown for 2012 during our January an-
nual meeting will reflect the realities of both our Stewardship Campaign and our desire to be a
beacon of faith in our local, regional, and world communities.

Last, our staff changes: With the departure of our greatly —to-be-missed Director of Christian Mu-
sic (DCM), Denise Symonds, our own loyal, talented, and faithful John Thompson has once again
stepped into the void in order to serve as our Interim Director until a permanent DCM can be
found and hired. Elaine White, our Vestry person for Worship, is overseeing the recruiting effort
for a new DCM, and you will be hearing from her periodically, as to the status of that action. So,
when you get the chance, pl ease give John
the interim period, and to Elaine for her efforts to find a replacement!
